In 2026, the Elementary Summer Literacy & Math
Program (formerly Read-A-Lot) will provide daily whole-class and small group instruction in both
literacy and mathematics, delivered by instructors and supported by tutors. The 2026 Summer
Literacy & Math Program will be offered July 6 to 24, 2026 at three sites. Mandatory training will
take place June 29 and 30.
